- Learners’ learning preferences differ. It is
important that learners should be stimulated
visually, auditively and kinesthetically
(experientially) for them to learn effectively.

- Learners should experience learning, therefore
activities should be practised before being
completed in writing, e.g.:

Sentence construction: Give learners the
opportunity to build words using letter cards.
Comprehension: Learners should complete the
answers orally in their groups before

completing them in writing. The group leader
poses the questions while the group members
find the answers and answer the questions.
Selecting words to complete sentences:
Provide the groups with incomplete writing strips
and word cards. Learners complete the
sentences by placing the word cards correctly.
Matching words to pictures: Enlarge the page
to A3. In their groups, learners place markers on
the correct answers.
