Since paraffin is
sometimes kept in cooldrink bottles and looks like water,

children may assume that it is safe to drink.

Parents should therefore take the necessary precautions
to prevent their children from drinking paraffin. Firstly,

paraffin should be kept in a transparent bottle that is clearly

labelled. Secondly, it should be kept out of reach of young

children. Even the fumes are very dangerous.

Parents should ensure that the bottle containing the
paraffin is kept away from open flames as it catches alight
easily, and can cause a fire. During the cold months in
South Africa, many homes burn down due to accidental
fires caused by spilt paraffin from lamps or stoves.
