Everl:j Fr‘idqtj we got meat
from the farmer, which we cooked over the
weekend. We did not have proper ways of
keePing it, cold. So we harc”a ever ate meat.
A few times we had enough meat to make
into bi|tong, esPeciGHH when the farmer shot
kudu or sPr‘ingbok.

We most|3 ate mealies as mealie meal or
with dried beans — we called it umngqus/wo.
MH father often 30’(, some coarse bread
flour which came from the roller mills in
Jansenville. With gr‘eat Pqtience my mother
baked bread in a heGVlj iron Pot on coals
because we did not have a stove.

Or she made my favourites:

roosterkoek or gr‘iclc"e—cckes.

These we ate with Pr‘icHH—Pear syrup.
